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COLORADO BOOK AWARDS FINALISTS - SUMMER READING LIST

DENVER - Finalists have been selected for the 2008 Colorado Book Awards, which
Colorado Center for the Book at Colorado Humanities has released just in time to add to
your summer reading list.

“This year’s selectors read and discussed 132 entries to select these authors and their
works for the Colorado Book Awards finalist level,” says Josephine Jones, Colorado
Humanities Director of Programs & Center for the Book.

One reading list selection is Laura Resau’s Young Adult novel Red Glass, which tells the
story of a young girl who through a dangerous journey realizes the importance of life and
love. From the Children’s Literature category, T.A. Barron’s The Day the Stones Walked
shares the mystic tale of the Easter Island stone faces and the relationship between
father and son. Another selection, Guillermo Vincente Vidal’s Creative Non-Fiction novel
Boxing for Cuba, details Vidal’'s unique history as a Cuban-American, from chance
encounters with Fidel Castro to his experiences in a dismal Catholic orphanage in
Colorado.

The Colorado Book Awards recognize outstanding contributions by Colorado authors,
editors, illustrators and photographers in 10 categories: anthology/collection, children’s
literature, creative non-fiction, fiction, history/biography, non-fiction, pictorial, poetry,
popular fiction, and young adult.

Winners in all categories will be announced at the 17" annual Colorado Book Awards on
Wednesday, October 8 at the Tivoli Turnhalle on the Auraria Campus in Denver. Tickets
for trade professionals are $55 and for the public ticket prices are $65. If you wish to
purchase a table at this event, the cost is $550 for a ten-seat table. Tickets to the event
include reception, dinner, award announcement, and readings from Colorado Book
Award winners.
