DENVER – Two of the most prominent figures of African American history—Frederick Douglass and Malcolm X—come to life as Colorado Humanities presents the third annual Black History Live! tour in recognition of Black History Month. Eminent national humanities and Chautauqua scholar Charles Everett Pace will portray the two men during this year’s programs. 

“This program is unique in that it brings important individuals and events to life while providing valuable scholarship and historical perspective for the audience,” says Maggie Coval, Colorado Humanities executive director. Overall, Black History Live! will reach as many as 3,000 students, adults, and families throughout the Denver-metro area and the Front Range. 

Frederick Douglass (1818-1895) was an American abolitionist, editor, orator, author, statesman and reformer. He was one of the most prominent figures of African American history during and after the Civil War and one of the most influential lecturers and authors in American history. Malcolm X (1925-1965) was a Black Muslim minister and national spokesman for the Nation of Islam. After rising from an early life of drug abuse and petty criminal behavior, he became an internationally revered, though controversial, spokesman for the cause of universal human rights.
