Barnum 
By .Jakob Rodgers 

jrodgers@jgreeleytribune.com 

P.T. Barnum stepped into the large, 

white tent and, with his confident 

and perhaps slightly arrogant 

stride, made his way down the aisle 
 only to stop halfway and gaze at 

a bewildered audience member. 
You look like you escaped from 

my zoo,  said Barnum, exchanging 
a quick dialogue with the person 

before proclaiming to the crowd, 

Have you been waiting for Barnum? 

Well, I m Barnum  your 

hopes have been answered.  

Yes, ladies and gentlemen, 

Phineas Taylor Barnum  Father 

of Advertising  and The Art of 

Humbug Personified   appeared 

to the delight of about 150 in attendance 

on Thesday night at the 

ninth High Plains Chautauqua at 

Aims Community College, 54th 

Avenue and 20th Street in Greeley. 
Imparting his knowledge from 

his eventful life to all those who 

could hear, P.T. Barnum  known 
as Doug A. Mishler in the 21st century 

 regaled audiences with 
tales of his circus attractions  Fiji 

Mermaid and the What Is It?  as 

well as his museum of wild things. 

Barnum was even kind enough to 
offer advice to the audience about 

practical jokes and, of course, good 

old humbug  or the art of deception. 

If you missed it, you can still buy 

his autobiography  a screaming 

deal if you take his word for it. 

- Unfortunately, 

Unfortunately, the kind  and 

uncharacteristically free  advice 

from Barnum fell on deaf ears for 

one Longmont resident. 
Not good advice, but it s good 

Americana,  said Tony Brewer with 
a smile, who was often the butt of 

Barnum s jokes throughout the 

performance. I think that s what 

we like about all these things. It  

just good Americana every year 

with the historical figures  

For the record, he said he would 

not buy Barnum s autobiography. 
Strange, considering Barnum 
offers to write a new chapter in it 

every year. 

Yet, Mishler, a history professor 

at the University of Nevada, said 
Barnum is one of his favorite characters 

to portray as the circusleader 

leader owns much of Mishler s own 

natural, sort of sarcastic, kind of 

over-the-top personality  while 

also showing more down-to-earth 

traits, as witnessed when he 

became mayor of Bridgeport, 

Conn. 

As one fellow said, I came here 

to learn about circuses and I 

learned what it meant to be an 

American said Mishler after the 

performance, discussing an audi- 

audience 

ence member s take on the show. 

Mishler has portrayed historical 

characters at every Chautauqua 

event in Greeley since its inception 

nine years ago. 

 there s so much truth to 

Barnum in this weird, perverted, 

humbug  we do think of praetical 

jokes and telling jokes, you know? 
We re trying to up-top everybody 
else,  Mishler said after his performance. 

And he s got this weird 

view of how Yes, that s what makes 

us so wonderful.  

And, as Barnum would point 

out, being wonderful also entails 

buying his autobiography. 

Jane Adams, director of the 

High Plains Chautauqua, said that 
education about the past in a fun 

and engaging way is exactly what 
the event aims to do. Chautauqua, 

which runs though Saturday, will 
feature a variety of scholars portraying 

historical figures such as 

Henry David Thoreau, Frances 

E.W. Harper, and Horace Greeley 
 offering entertainment and a 

litany of historical facts. At the 

night events, scholars perform in 

character, then break character to 

field questions from the audience.

GREELEY Announced recently 

by The Community 
Foundation, Johnstown Java & 

Jams Coffeehouse has received 

a $4,139 grant from the Littler 

Youth Fund. 

Lauren Weber, program officer 

for The Community Foundation, 

said the money will be 

used for 3J s overtime  youth 

program following home football 

games (at Roosevelt High 

School) to offer a free concert 

and free pizza to teen-agers.

Pack program. 

Turning Point Center for 

Youth and Family Development, 

Inc. for the Adolescent 

Day Treatment program. 

3J s previously received 

funding in 2002, 2003, and 

2006 for overtime musical 

events,  Weber said. 

They are eligible to apply 

again,  she said, although we 

generally give preference to organizations 

that haven t applied 

before. If an organization does 

get granting two years in a row, 

they are required to take a year 

off.

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Q&A: Susan B. Anthon 
Woman s suffrage 

leader gives 

Greeley a piece of 

her mind  again 

ByMike Peters 
mpeters@greeleytribune.com 

Susan B. Anthony was the foremost 
speaker for women s 

rights in U.S. history She gave 

hundreds of speeches and led 

the fight for the women s vote 
until she died in 1906 at the age 

of 86. 

At this year s Chautauqua, 

she is played by Annette Baldwin 
of the Chicago area. Baldwin 

is a historian and 

researcher who specializes in 

historic recreations. This interview 

was conducted on a walk 

through Uncoin Park in downtown 
Greeley. 

Question: The first time you 

were in here, in downtown 
Greeley, it was 1871? 

Answer Yes, but I came 

back again in 1877. I spoke at 

the Tabernacle, which was a 

large building over by the railroad 

depot. Greeley seemed to 

like me, because hundreds 

turned out to hear me each 

time. 

Q What led you to become 
a proponent ofwomen rights? 

A: Well, I am one, after all. 

But I was first interested in 

temperance, and antislavery I 

was a teacher once, and joined 

the Daughters of Temperance 
of New York But knowing that 
women had no rights, couldn t 

vote, couldn t own property 
that s where I needed to go. 

Q: How bad was it for 

women in those days? 

A: Women had fewer rights 

than slaves in some cases. They 
were first owned by their 

fathers, then by their husbands. 

When she married, a woman 
gave up all her legal rights. It 

was called coverture.  If a husband 

died, nothing was left to 

the wife, and he could even 

take the children away and give 

them to someone else. Even 
charities would not help a 

deserted woman. 

Q Was it difficult to speak 

out for women in those days? 

A: I was threatened, but 

never physically harmed. We 
always knew there would be 

three stages: first they would 
argue against us, then ridicule 

us, but then, the last stage  

enlightenment. 

Q Were crowds in the West 

more difficult? 
A: No. The people in the 

West were ready to give women 
more rights. It was the east 

where we had the most problems. 

Wyoming was the first to 

accept the women s vote, and 

other Western states followed. 

Out West, the men didn t want 

women to be in the house all 

day. They wanted them out, 

working beside the men. That 

made it easier for our ideas to 

be accepted, I think. 

Q: How were your words 

accepted? 

A Here in Greeley and other 

places in the West, it was good. 

After I asked the question, 

How do you expect women to 

be taxed, and not vote?  people 

would see it my way. 

Q: Many newspapers, 

including the 1871 Greeley 

Thbune, endorsed your 

speeches. 

A Again, that was mostly 

out West at first. We published 

our own newspaper, called 

The Revolution.  Our motto 
was, Men: Their rights and 

nothing more. Women: Their 

rights and nothing less.  

Q You re getting older now, 

born in 1820. Do you have 

advice for living? 

A: Eat brain food: whole 
grains, fruits, vegetables. Those 
are good for the health. But 

when I m out here in the West, 

I really enjoy a good steak.

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Sweating to the oldies 

Modem kids get 

a kick out of 19th 

century schoolhouse 

calisthenics

Several minutes after the exercise program 

ended, 10-year-old Alex Bufmack 
kept twirling the 3-foot wooden 

wand,  a slender version of a bat, at 

Centennial Village in Greeley. 

Bufmack had just spent a half-hour 

with about 25 other kids on Friday 

morning learning how children in the 

1800s played games and stayed fit. At 

one point, the children paired off, 

clasped the wands in either hand and 

did calisthenics led by Peggy Ford, 

research coordinator for the Greeley 

Museum. 

She demonstrated one tHck spinny 
move where two-kid teams started by 

facing each other with a pair of wands 

clasped at their sides, as if holding 
opposite ends of a stretcher. They started 

by lifting one wand overhead, then 

turned their bodies simultaneously, 
swinging the overhead wand downward 

while rotating the wand clasped 

at hip level up and over. If done correctly, 

the maneuver ended with both kids 

facing each other and the wands, after a 

Ferris-wheel rotation, back at stretcher 

position. 

Some wands fell to the ground when 

the pairs went out of sync, swiveling 

into pretzel-like contortions. 

That was the hardest one we did,  

Bufmack said of the spin exercise. 

After like three times, you got pretty 

dizzl 
While he learning a lot this week, 

Bufmack, of Colorado Springs, considers 
High Plains Chautauqua a vacation 

of sorts. 

I like to learn about the different 

people and what they did and stufl  he 

said of the historical characters featured 

in Chautauqua. This year, the

Instead of a weekend trip, this time 

they re staying the whole week. 

Donna enjoyed the calisthenics session, 

which simulated the kinds of exercises 

kids might have done during 

recess at one-room schoolhouses in the 
West. 

It s a neat feature to be able to try 

this,  she said. They re able to experi 

experience what it was like to be a child in the 

1800s with the toys that they would 

play with.  

The modern-day kids also played 

with stilts, balls and paddles, metal 

sticks and hoops (pushing the rolling 

hoop with the stick) and bean bags. 

Some of the games, such as the spin 

move, came out of a book published in 

1889, New Calisthenics  A Manual of 

Health and Beauty  

It was used to teach poise and coordination,  

Ford said of the manual. 

Proper posture was really important.  

Betty Hinze, a Chautauqua volunteer, 

got a kick out of watching the 
kids do pioneer-era games and calisthenics. 

It s funny how the kids work and 

work and work and all of the sudden 

they get the hang of it,  Hinze said. 

The Bufmacks are making the most 

of their Chautauqua experience. Before 
Friday s calisthenics, they went to Border s 

Books & Cafe where some actors 
from Thursday night s historical portrayals 

were on hand for coffee and 

conversation.  The Bufmacks enjoyed 

the chance to ask the Chautauquans 
questions to get more insight into characters 

such as Susan B. Anthony and 
Henry David Thoreau. 

The first-person portrayals richly 

bring the famous people from history 

to life, Donna said. 

It s not a flat portrayal that you 

would get from a book,  she said. You 

really get to see the dimensions of the 
character?  

They plan to return next year for 

Chautauqua s weekiong program on 

the 20th and 21st centuries.
